Week 4, October 26 to 30th, 2015 

 

119 STPs completed, 70 positive.  

 

It was a very good week in terms of learning lessons, I can clearly see what is working and what is not 

working out in the field. When matters come up and more research is being conducted on certain areas, 

Stantec is giving the additional information as well as adhering to any recommendations that are made. 

We have a nice plan to follow as far as the rock features and the research being conducted. I am hoping 

in future projects we (the Indigenous archaeologist and observers) are a part of the planning and 

research as well before stepping out into the field.  

I have suggested having a few evening sessions with the crew and observers before we head into a 

different area for test pitting. This way they have a better idea on what they are to be looking for. As for 

the present area we are in, the evidence we are finding has been appropriate because we know it was a 

homestead and the material being collected is evidence of that. I just want to make sure I am doing my 

part in mentoring and educating. I also want to make sure everyone is comfortable and learn how to get 

ǘƘŜ άǘǊŀƛƴŜŘ ŜȅŜέΦ  

I want to make sure that the observers are well aware of the next area and the information that is being 

distributed to me goes to them as well. In terms of mentoring we need to understand the information 

together. We have to solidify our methodology and process to make this program a successful one, one 

that can be used as a model for other archaeological projects happening across the province. It is an 

innovative change to a practice that is long overdue.  

My ultimate goal is to make as many Aboriginal people aware of archaeology as I can. I think it is an 

important step in reconciliation, it helps us to remind us of where we come from, a connection to the 

past that will define us even more. We can use a program like this to expand and educate so that when 

the time does come for a Knowledge center we have our own people operating the facility. I think it is 

important for something like this to happen in all the communities not just one, it could be outreach to 

assist in the consultative process.  

There are so many ideas to share, I also have hopes that we can come and meet face to face with the 

consultation coordinators and have those needed dialogues to determine the expectations and answer 

questions. I also see maybe a visit to Archaeological Services so that some questions by the observers 

can be answered in terms of standards and guidelines as well as the Heritage Conservation Act.

Personally dug 4 test pits with 3 testing positive. In my pits we found flat glass, lots of 

ceramic chips, and two separate clay pipe stems from the historical era. 

As a complete crew we dug 24 pits with 21 testing positive in TCD-ARCH-470 and 4 

pits, all testing positive in TCD ï ARCH ï 468.

Other observational data: 

Justin Chase is a hard worker for Stantec. While this is not his particular area of 

expertise he continually is among the first in the field and among the last to leave. 

Stantec on the whole seems to have a dedicated group, even when conditions are poor 

(cold this morning) their hard work ethic is contagious and a definite morale booster. 

The 4 pits dug in TCD-ARCH-468 were the follow up to finding a European chert 

flake in previous work in that polygon. While all the pits dug were positive no other 

flakes were found, much to the disappointment of the crew.

positive in GCB_55_A, and 13 pits with 6 positives in GCB_54_A. 

Interests and/or areas of particular concern: 

The screens at times break quicker then you can repair them. A bit of an exaggeration, 

but starting with 6 screens to repair, 6 more were added to the pile throughout the day. 

2 separate incidents of misplaced artifacts occurred. Both incidents were of a similar 

design, a piece of ceramic in an artifact bag were found unlabeled so the origin of the 

pieces is a mystery although it is obvious they were found in the polygons. 

Other observational data: 

Repairing the screens is a time consuming process. It would have been speeded 

greatly had anyone thought to check if the drills batteries were charged as both the 

primary and backup packs were empty. So, we had to do the screens all manually. The 

smaller patch jobs looked much more difficult then the full screen replacements 

(which is what I stuck to).

While no 

one was hurt it is worth noting that it isn't safe.
